Report of the Ad-Hoc Committee to Mess with the Wording of the Best Editor Split Proposal

The committee has developed perfected wording for two alternative motions, one to split the Best Professional Editor Hugo into two, and one to modify the current single category. We were constituted to develop two clean proposals and do not take a position for or against either change.

Formally, we move the split Hugo proposal, and then immediately move to substitute the single Hugo proposal. The BM will first debate the merits of two vs one, and then debate adopting the preferred alternative. Regardless of the outcome of this part, we also move a sense of the BM motion.
Section 3.3.8 currently reads:

3.3.8 Best Professional Editor: The editor of any professional publication devoted primarily to Science Fiction or Fantasy during the previous calendar year. A professional publication is one which had an average press run of at least ten thousand (10,000) copies per issue.
Moved,

To split the Best Professional Editor Hugo award into Best Editor Long Fiction and Best Editor Short Fiction awards by replacing the existing section 3.3.8 with:

3.3.x: Best Editor Short Fiction: The editor of at least four (4) anthologies, collections, or magazine issues primarily devoted to less than novel-length science fiction and/or fantasy, at least one of which was published in the previous calendar year.
3.3.y Best Editor Long Fiction: The editor of at least four (4) novels of written science fiction and/or fantasy published in the previous calendar year.
We then immediately move to substitute:

To replace the wording of 3.3.8 with:

3.3.8: Best Fiction Editor: The editor of at least four (4) books or magazine issues of written Science Fiction or Fantasy that were published in the previous calendar year. 

We move as a sense of the BM: Hugo Administrators are directed to publicize the works edited by novel editor nominees. The NP&FS Committee is directed to noodge each year’s Hugo administrator to this effect.
