The "average artist" had sales of $490 from 2.2 panels and tables in the art show and Print Shop panels.  Average sales per panel/table were $221 in the art show proper, and $192 in the Print Shop - similar enough so that for the rest of the analysis, I'll lump them together.

The total sales of only $80K is low for a U.S. Worldcon, but the officially reported attendance of 3,751 (including children and special passes, not including kids-in-tow) was the lowest for any U.S. Worldcon since 1977.  Sales per attendee were typical – we were just small.

The twelve top-selling artists accounted for half of all sales.  This is a slightly more even distribution than usual.

Lower priced pieces were more likely to sell, which is no surprise.  A quarter of all pieces sold for Quick Sale, which I consider a good thing.  The price fetched at auction may be higher (especially for min. bids below $70) but we just don’t have time to auction hundreds of pieces.  A high percentage of pieces in the $200-$399 range sold via Quick Sale - for no obvious reason.  You might suspect a few artists of setting their QS price too low, but the QS in that range were distributed among many artists, some with minimum and QS prices quite far apart (e.g., $60 / $200, or  $100 / $300).

A piece with a minimum bid of $60 and a $200 Quick Sale sold for even more.  It’s not clear that piece fits best in the “50-69” range.  The table above averages minimum bid and Quick Sale, which would put this piece in the more realistic “80-159” range.  It shifts pieces into higher price categories - the bump in pieces sold via QS now occurs in “260-499”.  The table below (left) shows pieces broken out by what they sold for. Buyers

Out of about 460 people who registered to bid, 350 actually bought art (doesn’t count Print Shop).  The average buyer spent $209 to buy 2.34 pieces (I can’t help thinking “one per child”), but as with artists, the top few accounted for a disproportionate percentage of sales.  The top seven buyers (by dollars) spent 25% of sales, and the top 25 accounted for half of all sales.  The bottom 50% of buyers only spent 9% of the money.  In the table below (left), the amount spent in each category is roughly similar ($8000 - $12000) – it just took 200 people in the last category to equal one in the first.

	The number of pieces bought was less uneven (good thing. Imagine the buyer who had to take home 200 pieces!).  Five buyers bought more than 10 pieces each (the most was 17).  Over half of all buyers (53%) bought more than one piece.  Most buyers of pieces over $1500 bought just the one piece, while people buying five or more pieces paid an average price ranging from $8 to over $1,500.
